Be sure to fill out this application carefully. The quality of your application will determine if you are 
called for an interview.  Be sure to include both this application form and the answers, on separate sheets, 
to the questions above and the required copies listed here. Keep a copy of your completed application for 
your reference. 
 
Selected applicants will be invited to interview and join a day of volunteer fieldwork at Wave Hill in April 
and May 2009. This visit allows applicants to experience field sites. During the internship, field site work 
requires many hours of rigorous hard work. If you are contacted for an interview, you must present 
employment eligibility and identification documents by the time of the interview.
